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Digitization : Panacea for Preservation and Access

in Libraries and Archives?

Introduction

The development of computer technology in the modern world has led librarians
and archivists to go into new preservation, access and storage devices, as their
collections are threatened with brittleness, acidity, excessive usage, and attack by
various insects. The ultimate result of the above hazards leads to limited or total
stoppage of access to scholars and readers which is a vital function of an librarian
oran archivist.

At present, librarians and archivists are searching for an alternate medium for
depositing, and retrieving information in books and documents. They have already
by — passed microfilming or microforms as a deposit, preservation and retrieval
medium and shifted to digitization, using computer hardware, such as CDs and
DVD’s. The question comes up whether digitization or computer digitization or
computerizing books and documents is a viable alternative for microfilming or
preserving original books and documents in libraries and archives.

What is digitization?

Simply it means, the transfer of records or information into electronic
form or the conversion of characters or images into binary digits.

Advantages of digitization

Document imaging processing systems allow for the conversion of
materials from paper or other form to machine readable form, which
allows them to be stored and viewed electronically, saving space and

A, bed scanners are available for all size books and documents,
However, they are expensive.

The scanner should have a cradle to copy books or documents bound
together with a heavy spine — Otherwise the text close to the bound
spine will not be properly scanned. Do not unbind books and
documents for scanning.

There are versatile hand scanners which could be used for in-house
purposes and for small orders. However, they are not good for heavy,
day to day scanning, as they get heated up in no time.

(Amarasiri, 2000: i) Although legal provision was there in this Act, it has
been observed by the CNLSB authorities that the said provisions were
inadequate for the proper functioning of the National Library. Therefore,
the National Library and Documentation Services Board Act, No 51 of
1998 was enacted by the Parliament in formally creating the twin
institutions : the National Library and Documentation Services Board
(NLDSB) and the National Library and Documentation Centre (NLDC).
This Act provided the legal foundation for the National Library (NL) to
act as a separate entity. (Amarasiri, 2000: ii) At the same time, the

NLDSB became the parent organization of the NLDC.

When we examine the locally published literature pertaining to the
role and functions of the NLDSB and NLDC, a number of contributions
could be found. Somadasa (1975) has quoted the Final Report of the
Special Committee on Antiquities — Sessional Paper VII — 1959, which
states as follows: “The terms of reference of this Committee relate to
antiquities and to museums. In such circumstances speak of libraries
might appear a digression, but majority of witnesses who appeared
before the Committee were unanimous that the Museum Library is an
excellent nucleus for a Central National Library”. This statement is a
clear testimony to the need for formation of a coordinated national
library system combining the libraries suitable for participating in such
a venture. Somadasa also mentions in the same paper that the Salaries
and Cadre Commission (Wilmot Perera Report — Sessional Paper VI-
1961), Kandiah Committee report and the report submitted by Harold
V. Bonny, a UNESCO adviser to Ceylon in 1961 have all expressed same

views.

Warnasuriya (1975) has discussed the developments associated with
the enactment of the Ceylon National Library Services Board Act, No 17
of 1970, the provisions made therein and the initial role played by the
CNLSB.
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As per the information published in the homepage of the National
Library and Documentation Centre website, its role is stated as follows:
“The National Library is mainly a Research and a Reference library and
it is technically a library of last resort. It intends to provide library
resources as well as information to all Sri Lankans through the National
Library, library networks, information centres and resource centres”.
(NLDC,2014). As per the brochures published by the NLDC, its collection
comprises of over 500,000 volumes which includes the ‘Martin
Wickramasinghe Collection’ and a number of other special collections
possessed by university academia etc. Seating capacity of the library,
auditorium and the conference room is 320, 120 and 30 respectively.
Services offered by the NLDC, as published in the website and the
brochures are as follows:

In 2015, the NLDC will commemorate its silver jubilee. As such, it is
very much appropriate in identifying the challenges looming ahead of
the future path of the twin institutions and to discuss possible future
directions to counter adverse factors. The following discussion is
presented mainly based on the experiences and insights gained
through the interactions the author had with these institutions during
the last four decades along with the facts reported in LIS literature.
Such experiences are viewed through the observable trends visible in
the LIS profession. Therefore, views expressed here reflects authors
visualizations based on published LIS literature and has no relationship
to official views of the NLDSB and NLDC.

In presenting a paper on “National libraries: where next?” Green has
observed that it is not an exaggeration to state that most national
libraries with long histories have witnessed more fundamental
changes in the last ten to twenty years than they have in any other
period of their development. (Green, 20087?). In this paper he describes
that the national library audience has changed from a limited population
of academics and researchers to all citizenry, during the period of last
two decades. He has also mentioned that national libraries have started
to create online national library collections and services many of which
are freely available to a wider audience than the traditional physical
audience. Another significant aspect mentioned here is that the
present generation of users’ preference to access information from

the digital environment of their homes.

Hunter and Brown have identified “a small number of influences which
may have a significant impact on national libraries of ‘small, smart
countries’ in the future” as follows : Changing patterns of publishing ,

Changing patterns of customer needs and behaviours, Competition ,
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Political influences ,and Organizational change. Issues such as the
shift to digital publishing, availability of mobile communication
technology, emergence of new business models such as open access
to scholarly sources, use of social collaborative tools such as web 2.0,
mass digitization of materials, electronic legal deposit etc. are discussed
in this report. (Hunter and Brown, 2010)

In discussing the future of bibliographic control and the new role to be
played by the Library of Congress, the Library of Congress Working
Group states that future bibliographic control will be collaborative,
decentralized, international in scope, and web-based. It emphasizes
the need for more efficient and cooperative approach with the aim of
minimizing the costs associated with such tasks. Another important
area for action includes the need to expose the unique materials held
by libraries that are currently hidden from the view, to use the World
Wide Web as the main platform, to make available bibliographic data
not only for readers, but also for machine applications, and
strengthening the library profession through education and the
developments that will inform decision-making, now and in the future.
(Library of Congress, 2008: 1-2)

Quoting Crowford, Shafique mentioned that libraries bridge the past,
the present and the future using a mix of media, resources and
technology to preserve the cultural history and provide the
information, knowledge and enlightenment that people need now
and will need in the future (Shafique, 2007). In addition to the above
mentioned literature, the author scanned web sites of SAARC national
libraries and observed that there is a great variety in the provision of
their services. The following discussion is presented in the context of
local conditions and constraints applicable in case of NLDSB and NLDC.
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which includes the Salaries and Cadre Committee of the government
to get special status for NLDSB/NLDC professional staff, this matter is
still not resolved. As a planning organization which is entrusted with
the coordination and development of the whole national library
service, formulating policies , developing standards , and acting as
the pinnacle of the library system of the country and to provide
professional leadership, it is absolutely essential to occupy the top
positions of the NLDSB and NLDC by senior and qualified LIS /ICT
professionals. A staff structure with a proper blend in senior, mid-
career and junior staff positions will facilitate the NLDSB and NLDC to
foresee the future, make strategic plans and to transform such plans

into reality.

Another significant factor is the need for continuous re-training of
staff to make them ready to accept new challenges mostly associated
with the sphere of ICT. As the information world is moving towards
virtual environment, special attention must be made to develop the
ICT competent staff in relevant specialies and in sufficient number.
To retain specialist professionals within the organization, all
stakeholders have to work together to improve remuneration
benefits. Looking from a historical perspective, development of the

human capital appears to be a daunting task.

¢ Arrival of a ‘Google Generation’

With the widespread use of Internet for information dissemination
and searching, users are more inclined to use Internet search engines
such as Google to locate information. In a project report published by
the University College, London reference is made to a notion of
‘Google generation’. They are also referred-to as ‘Screeagers’, ‘digital
natives’, ‘Generation Y’ also in web documents describing their
information seeking behavior. It was reported here that people

belonging to so called Google generation may try to rely on online
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and efficient than typical library opacs and web-opacs. It is our
experience that Google takes nanoseconds to search huge databases
and we are aware that even if we misspell words, it autocorrects and
presents possible answers. In yet another area, sites such as Amazon
presents the bestseller ranks of documents based on previous use of
their databases and presents customer reviews about the selected
publications. In the face of all these practices and developments,
libraries could not function as ‘static units’ and need to explore what
lies ahead and to promote dialogue among stakeholders and to
develop suitable mechanisms. Therefore, survival in a rapidly
changing information environment also could be identified as a major
challenge.

¢ Declining trends in reading habit

The whole profession of librarianship is dependent on one primary
factor of human behavior — namely the reading habit. Insights into
the way the users made use of recorded knowledge show that the
practices prevalent in the society prior to the widespread use of
photocopying, which was started in the country around late seventies
were very much conducive for the nurture of reading habit. Notes
had to be taken or complete copying of texts had to be done manually,
which required reading. This has two fold benefits in leaving in
memory of some portion of the texts and to improve one’s own
vocabulary. With the advent of photocopying, need for the immediate
reading of complete sections was made redundant. Besides, the
perception that a user has a personal copy may drive away the urgency
to read the concerned text.
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3. Suggestions for Future Course of Actions

The following discussion is based upon the primary assumption
that the NLDSB and NLDC could develop its professional staff to a
satisfactory level both in terms of the number and the ‘blend of
talents’ referred-to earlier in this paper.

¢ Development of the human capital

It is the primary responsibility of all authorities concerned to take
necessary steps to develop the human capital within the twin
institutions. In order to attract suitably qualified professionals and
to retain for long periods, steps have to be taken to introduce
remuneration benefits comparable to similar institutions in the
country, such as universities. Action has also to be taken to impart
in-depth knowledge and skills in certain aspects such as the
compilation of the national bibliography, organization of mobile-
enabled services etc. Postings in suitable local and foreign
institutions such as the British National Library would enable
respective professionals to get exposure and to share experiences.
As an interim measure, NLDSB / NLDC could create visitorship /
fellowship / senior researcher positions to attract experienced LIS
/ ICT professionals from universities and other institutions on
temporary / contractual / assignment basis. However, it is necessary
to identify the missions of such assignments and the tasks to be
completed within a stipulated period. In order to make this proposal
areality, such plans should be incorporated into the strategic plans
/ corporate plans of the NLDSB / NLDC and approval of concerned
authorities and allocation of funds have to be obtained. Apart
from providing a short term solution for the issue, it would also
enable the transferring of skills to NLDSB / NLDC staff and adopt
best practices followed in other institutions.

@
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In strengthening the resource collection held in the NLDC, other similar
institutions have to be linked with the NLDC as a network. The Museum
Library, Department of Government Archives, National Science

Foundation are some such institutions suitable for linking.

One of the major constraints in establishing and maintaining library
networks is the lack of funding earmarked for such purposes. In order
to maintain a secretariat and man such centers and to conduct
meetings, training programmes etc. capital infusion is needed.
Therefore, plans should include the proposed budget and such plans
have to be reflected in the NLDSB / NLDC strategic / corporate plan.
Alternatively, funds could be sought from private sector institutions

under the theme of ‘corporate social responsibility’.

The formation of networks enables the sharing of scarce information
resources and to identify the strengths and weaknesses of
participating libraries. In order to ensure the assistance from resource
rich libraries to resource poor libraries ‘twinning of libraries’ could
also be implemented. Modern communication platforms such as
Facebook, Twitter, Flickr, etc. could be used to communicate with all

stakeholders.

¢ Communicating value

In a recent research report published by the American Association of
College and Research Libraries (ACRL) , it was emphasized about the
need to communicate and prove the value of services provided by
American academic libraries towards the academic enterprise. (ACRL,
2012). This situation is common to all types of libraries. As the society
is moving with a more commercial orientation, allocation of resources
will be preceded by questioning the value of the institution’s output.
This condition may not be applicable in case of mainline essential

services such as education, health, transport, power sectors etc.

®
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experienced professionals attached to university, special, school and
public libraries. Infrastructural facilities, secretarial services and
financial provision etc. have to be provided by the NLDSB / NLDC.

¢ Provision of National Bibliographic Services

Provision of bibliographic services could be identified as a major thrust
area for the NLDC to achieve the identity of important and vital
government institution. In this aspect, it is worthy of considering the
statistics pertaining to book publishing industry in the country. As
Weeratunge (2004) has cited, the number of titles published in the
country during the 5 year period from 1998 to 2002 were 11,161, 2,122
and 4,087 titles in Sinhala, Tamil and English languages respectively.
According to the statistics published by the NLDC, there are 7,516
libraries in the country out of which 5,448 and 1,133 are school and
public libraries respectively (NLDC, 2011) These statistics will help us
to imagine the number of times each library has devoted in preparing
bibliographic entries. Further, the bibliographic services and tools
provided by these libraries may vary from a mere shelf arrangement
without any form of catalogue to the use of latest editions of AACR,
DDC, LCSH, Sears List etc. and provision of web opacs etc. However a
vast majority of libraries may not be in a position to organize such
services in the desired level of standard due to scarcity of resources
including professional librarians. Even if all libraries are sufficiently
equipped with trained manpower and other resources, duplication of
classification / cataloguing / indexing work drain the number of
professional librarians to technical services functions. If a main portion
of the burden of preparing bibliographic services could be relieved, a
reasonable number of professionals could be released to occupy
positions relating to reader services and assistance. If a centralized
system could provide bibliographic records concerning the local
publications to libraries, it would eliminate a major part in duplication

of work.

&
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(f) Value of the accrued savings through reduction of technical
staff in libraries etc. could be estimated and made known to
higher authorities, thus improving the bargaining power of
the NLDSB / NLDC.

Therefore, the provision of bibliographic services to libraries is an
important function which could be handled by the NLDC. At the same
time, future bibliographical services directions also have to be
identified and necessary adjustments have to be incorporated without
disruption of continuity of such services already in operation.

The whole process of generation, delivery and retrieval of information
has assumed the proportion of a great ocean. Therefore, all these
suggestions essentially need an effective dialogue between all stake
holders. Therefore, it is the responsibility of all stakeholders to
actively involve in this endeavor to ensure future prosperity of the

National Library.
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National Social Media Regulations for
Information Service Providers

Abstract

Representation of libraries in social media such as Facebook is increasing. These
institutional pages are sometimes considered as official. Yet most of them are
maintained by individual employees. Some of these pages are created and
maintained by employees recruited for that purpose. However, most of the social
media pages are managed by self-motivated individuals. This paper argues that
such representation in social media by libraries must be controlled by a set of
regulations. The article proposes ten such regulations based on similar regulations
as put forward by the Australian National Library in 2013. Activation of such
regulations may lessen negative impacts of using social media by libraries, while

protecting the rights and interests of employees engaged in creation of posts.

Keywords: Social media, Facebook, Social media regulations

1. Introduction

Smart phones and tablets are increasingly kissing fingers of both young
and old. These devices warrant easy entrance to the world of social
media sometime knowingly but mostly sans realisation. Not only
individuals, but also organisations tend to represent themselves in
social media. Libraries are no exception. For example, maintaining an
‘official’ Facebook page for the library is a common trend. Unlike in the
past where content creators were disjunct from library staff, today it is
usually library employees who create content in social media shop
fronts. It is not the next version of email or even publicity brochure, in
which you can deliver the same content in a new wrapper (MOAC
Staff, 2011). It is different; partly official, and partly private. For this
reason, the employee ‘posts’ cannot be checked and approved by a

superior before publishing.
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on social media need to use good judgment about what material
appears online, and in what extent. After all, it’s the image of the

organisation which is built, skewed or collapsed.

Even social media sites advocate behaving responsibly in their very
clear, but hardly read ‘terms and regulations’. For example, an official
Facebook page can be created only by a living individual appointed by
the organisation (Facebook, 2014a)2. However, all individuals must be
adhered to the interests of the organisation for which they create the
‘official’ page, regulations implied, and the community standards
(Facebook, 2014b). Although surveying terms and regulations of all
social media sites is out of scope here, the above can act as the ‘signpost’

of the discussion.

3. Current state of affairs — Give a ‘like’ for friendship...

Globally, the applications are much more diverse, and extensive. For
example, the Australian National Library publicly uses Twitter,
Facebook, Blogs, Flickr, YouTube, Google+, Slideshare, and Prezi for
activities such as broadcasting news, promoting events, services and
monitoring and responding to feedback and enquiries (National Library
of Australia, 2013). In no time, when the Millennials® get into top posts
in libraries, the trend of using social media for official library activities
could rise exponentially. Even if an organisation wants to keep it away
from social media to minimise risks, it is not possible, because the
organisation can’t prevent others from talking about it (MOAC Staff,
2011).

In Sri Lanka, only a few libraries have initiated social media
representations so far (Amarakoon, 2014; Gamage, 2012). Many such
applications are Facebook pages used for promotion of work, and
networking members. Some have started using online chat platforms
for ‘Ask a Librarian’ service, but is rarely operational due to lack of
staff.

In this context, it is important to be aware of the country’s
legal system, specially the intellectual property law, and laws
related to privacy and defamation.

Licences, and copyright notices should be displayed in the
content.

Ensuring the official responsibility

Do not publicly agree on commitments that cannot (or not sure
about being able to) be fulfilled.

SMR should get the covering approval for regular updates of
day- to-day content.

If the content to be posted is questionable, the SMR should
immediately seek approval of the head of the section or
librarian.

The SMR should in no condition insult or criticise the
management, another section of the library, a colleague or
any other individual.

Do not use the official social media site for personal or political
gain, or for conducting private business.

The action of representing social media should not interrupt
the regular activities of the employee concerned.

Employees not recognised as SMRs can still continue to
maintain their social media sites, and identify themselves as
employees of respective libraries. However, they must not
display the library logoor any other visual or verbal clue to

indicate that they represent the library.

Satisfying social responsibility
Do not post sexual, violent, extremist, and racially inclined
content. If such material must be posted (eg: for educational

purposes), prior approval of the librarian must be obtained.
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8. Conclusion & recommendations

A general social media regulation can be an appropriate step towards
making use of social media official, while maintaining protection to
the library and the employees. The National Library can take the
initiative of drawing the regulations. Other libraries can use the

regulations as is, or amend as required by the respective organisations.
